T(W)EEN INFO:

Please note that your parent/guardian must register online and submit a completed/signed
permission slip to reserve a spot - registration is limited to 50 attendees and begins on Thursday,
February 1st at 12:00 AM, so register early! Sign-in will be between 5:15-5:30 PM on Friday, March
22; please be on time! At 5:30 PM, the library’s doors will be locked for the evening. Attendees must
remain in the building until the designated pick-up time between 8:15-8:30 PM unless a
parent/guardian has indicated otherwise.

WHAT TO BRING:
Any medications that you may need to take
(library staff can hold onto this for you). You
are welcome to bring electronic devices, but
you will need to be responsible for them! The
library staff will not be responsible for
lost/stolen/damaged devices.

WHAT NOT TO BRING:
No outside food/snacks or drinks*
No real or fake weapons
No vapes, drugs/alcohol, or paraphernalia

If you break any library rules or do not abide by staff instructions, you will be given a warning. If a
second offense is committed, your parent/guardian will be contacted and asked to pick you up.
This will be strictly enforced.

PARENT/GUARDIAN INFO:

A parent/guardian must register online and submit a completed/signed permission slip  to reserve a
spot. Registration is limited to 50 attendees and begins on Thursday, February 1st at 12:00 AM, so
register early! Sign-in will be between 5:15-5:30 PM on Friday, March 22nd; please be on time! At
5:30 PM, the library’s doors will be locked for the evening. Once admitted, your t(w)een will remain
in the building until the designated pick-up time between 8:15-8:30 PM unless you have indicated
otherwise on the permission slip. If your teen is driving themselves or walking to/from the event,
please indicate so by letting the staff know in advance and/or upon check-in.

Permission slips will be accepted prior to the event by staff in the Children’s Room or may be
submitted upon check-in at the event on Friday, March 22nd.
